CDs

· For use by health and community program staff

· Included are electronic versions of all documents, so you may edit or insert your logo and information on the brochures, fact sheets and presentations

Brochures

· Ready to print out and use as is, or adapt to your organization’s needs

· Add your contact information or local pictures 

· Add information you feel would enhance the brochure 

· Have some ready to keep on display and hand out at events

Presentations

· Print out Note Pages that are included in PowerPoint slide presentation files on the CD to review before giving a presentation
· Add information about injuries and their impact in your community
· Encourage participants to share stories of their real life experiences on the injuries that you are presenting on
Fact Sheets

· Add local data 
· Print these handouts for providers, coalition members, and community events to help spread the word
Safety Assessments 

· Use the forms to capture the data in your local community
· Get into a routine of conducting assessments regularly and often 
· Save all your data for grants or presentations

· Use these guides to find other existing tools from organizations like CDC and NHTSA
· Use these guides to find grants, and agencies that offer free injury preventions resources
